Undergoing Food Handling Training and Certification

Performing basic clerical duties

Collaborating with all members of the Maryhouse staff to provide hospitable, low-barrier services to our guests

Modeling respectful & hospitable behavior toward volunteers, donors, guests, staff, etc and representing

Maryhouse professionally at all times

e Receiving training in other Maryhouse jobs in order to fill in as needed as well as, performing other duties as
assigned

e Ability to work with individuals experiencing various levels of crisis including but not limited to, mental illness,
drug/alcohol addiction, domestic violence, etc.
